What is Peer Mediation?

Peer mediation is a process for resolving disputes in which a neutral third-party acts as a mediator. The goal is to resolve conflicts constructively by identifying the problems and finding solutions. Rather than trying to fix blame, students are encouraged to move beyond the conflict and learn how to get on with each other.

The Process

Peer mediation involves a referral form, two student mediators meeting with the students in conflict for about twenty minutes and a report of the results to the referring teacher. Conflicts are listened to without adult intervention.
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Successful applicants will be trained in a Conflict Resolution Model Using Mediation. They will work in pairs to resolve student disputes constructively and without blame. As well as learning to assist others to get on better, they will gain valuable skills for themselves. Care will be taken not to compromise their studies by taking excessive time out.
